everything needed to create an item (e.g. no-sew baby bibs or special blankets
for pets recovering from surgery)

e volunteers register and pick up and return the completed project before the next
kit comes out, generally within one month (the Take It....Make It....Bring It part
of the deal)

e volunteers are encouraged to register for more than one project (the Repeat
part of the deal)
